4. Any objection is to be made within 20 minutes of the
incident together with a £10 deposit (refundable if
objection upheld).

S. Anyone seen abusing a horse or pony on the show ground
will be asked to leave.

6. The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry, or ask any
person to leave the show ground, without giving a reason.

7. Please DO NOT “muck out” lorries/trailers on the show

ground. Anyone seen doing so will be asked to remove the
muck and leave the show ground.
